Foreword

In each country, one main Indicator for
innovation activities is the number, quality,
usage and exploitation of Patents. The Industrial
Property Organisation (OBl in its aim to
contribute to the promotion of innovations In
Greece and the support of the inventors -
creators, undertook a number of initiatives
including the reduction in fees, which brought
very satisfactory results:

The filings of Greek Patents were increased by
12.4% in 2006 and by 38% during the period of
2005-2006 (2004:514, 2005:631, 2006:709).
The grants of Patents were also increased by
9.5% in 2006.

Moreover, the European Patents entering their
national phase in Creece were also increased
by 13.7% in 2006 and by 27.6% during the
period of 2005-2006.

The grants of Filing Translation certificates for
European Patents were increased by 18% and
the overall grants by 16.9% (2005:4550,
2006:5320).

Industrial Property’s filings showed an increase
of 10.2% (2005:5049, 2006:5562).

Finally, the number of the protected Industrial
Designs were increased by 28.4% in 2006 and
by 87% during the period of 2005-2006.

There was also a progress In all the production
and productivity indicators of OBI. The scientific
services (search reports, preliminary searches,
one-day seminars, visits to productive and
search units), productivity indicators were
increased by 3.3% in 2006 and by 14% in the
period of 2005-2006.

It is specifically worth mentioning the increase
both in preliminary searches during 2006 and
the search reports (about 5%). This fact is very
important while it shows that the trend of 2005
also continues in 2006.

In 2006, 0Bl completed the Development of
the Internet Services System Providing Legal
Information (ZTNN/Legis), a system providing
legal information to every internet user where
every user can search for information on
Industrial Property’s matters, offering access
laws, case-laws, opinions and articles.

In the framework of raising Patent Awareness,
the Organisation developed an important
activity organising a lot of information events
in Universities and Research Intitutes as well as
consultancy visits to enterprises. In addition it
participated in four departmental exhibitions
as part of the Competitiveness Operational
Programme of the EU. OBI also organised a
large  number of Iinformation visits to
Technological Parks all over the country.
Particularly, in cooperation with the European
Office, 0BI successfully held Iin Thessaloniki the
13th Symposium of the European Patent
Judges where 124 noted judges and legists
from all over Europe were attended. Another
important event was the 10th Annual Meeting
of the Member-states of the European Patent
Organisation on international cooperation, held
at Lagonissi, Attika.

The positive course of the Organisation in 2006,
reflects the zestful collective effort of OBI' s
employees. At the same time, it is a source of
strength and a launch pad for even greater
efforts, which in near future aim at the adoption
of measures for the support and facilitation of
Universities, Research Insitutes, as well as
Enterprises, especially small and medium ones,
as far as the filing and protection of Patents
and the following development of innovation is
concerned.

OBl is exclusively responsible in Greece for protecting inventions and industrial designs and models
and for issues of technological information and technology transfer.

Against this background:

1. It protects inventions in Greece by granting:
e Patents
o Utility Model Certificates and other protection titles such as supplementary protection
certificates for pharmaceutical products and plant protection products.

It protects the topographies of integrated circuits.
It protects industrial designs and models.

It operates as a receiving office for applications for;

e European Patents
(to protect an invention in any of the 34 signatories to the Munich Convention)

e The PCT procedure
(where with one action the application is valid in any of the 137 signatory states)

e |nternational registration of industrial designs

e Community designs and models in the context of implementation of Council Regulation
(EC) No 6/2002 of 12 December 2001 (since 1 April 2003).

5 It provides technological information to the public obtained from patents protected
in leading countries worldwide using state-of-the-art IT systems which provide access to OBI
databases, European Patent Office databases (EPOQUE) and those of external
commercial distributors.

6 It also runs regional electronic patent libraries aiming at providing technological
information services throughout all of Greece. Three such regional electronic libraries are
already in operation in Heraklion on Crete, in Thessaloniki and in Patra.

7 It registers technology transfer contracts in a special register.

It provides advice and information:

e On the legal system applicable to its field of competences

e To Inform the public about the protection of inventions and the appropriate policy
for protecting them.

9 It also provides a new one-stop-shop service to the public offering direct responses to
queries falling within its compentences.

10 It offers the public a free help line (8001108108) to ensure better service and information
dissemination.

11 It publishes printed material such as:
e The Industrial Property Bulletin
e Other explicatives and informative leaflets.

12 It has a non-lending technical and legal library for the public.

13 It participates In exhibitions and organises events for the expanded information of the public.

14 It provides opinions on matters falling within its competences.

15 It is active internationally:
e Cooperates with similar organisations abroad and at international level and represents
Greece in these organisations.
e Prepares and inspects the implementation of the international treaties on matters regarding
the protection of inventions, technology transfer and industrial designs and models.

Main protection titles and how
to obtain them

Industrial property titles provide their holders with the exclusive right to exploit the protected
invention or protected industrial design in Greece for such time as they are in effect. In other
words they provide a right to exploit the invention or industrial design on a monopolistic basis.

The main protection titles issued by OBI are:

e Patents

e Utility Model Certificates

e Protection certificates for designs and models.

More specifically:

A patent is a title of protection valid for 20 years Issued to the patentee for an invention which
Is new and involves an inventive step and is capable of Industrial application.

The Utility Model Certificate is a title of protection valid for 7 years issued to the proprietor

for three-dimensional objects with a predetermined shape and form which provide a solution
to a technical problem.

An industrial design is an externally visible image of all or part of an industrial or handicraft
product which results from its specific features such as shape, outline, colour,

The conditions for protecting an industrial design are that it is new and of individual character.
The procedure for having a patent or Utility Model Certificate granted is both short and simple:

For patents the procedure is as follows:

Filing of an application with all the necessary particulars.

A 4-month term for any corrections or additions to be made.
Preparation of a search report (done by OBI).

Adeadiine of 3 months for comments to be made on the report by the applicant.
Preparation of the final search report.

Cranting of the patent.

For Utility Model Certificates the procedure is as follows:

1 Filing of an application with all the necessary particulars.

2 A 4-month term for any corrections or additions to be made.
3 Granting of the Utility Model Certificates.

The procedure for granting protection certificates for industrial designs is as follows:

1 Graphic or photographic representation of the design or model.

2 Payment recelpt by OBI to indicate that filing and registration fees have been paid.

3 Payment receipt by OBl to indicate that additional registration fees have been paid.
(In the case of multiple applications).

Communication with the public

During 2006, OBI managed to reach out to the
public in @ more effective and successful way
through numerous and various events and
projects, which targeted both the national and
the international interested parties.

The second important element of this year was
the large response of the Press and the con-
tinuous enhancement of the relevant
Department for the reassurance of the
transaction and the future projects.

Among the events that took place in 2006, the
ones that stood out are the 13th Convention of
the European Patent Judges and the 10th
Annual Meeting of the signatory states of EPO
on national cooperation issues.

13th SYMPOSIUM OF THE EUROPEAN
PATENT JUDGES

The 13th Symposium of the European Patent
Judges was organized in Greece by the OBI,
under the auspices of the Ministry of Justice, in
collaboration with the Ministry of Development
and the European Patent Office.

In particular, the Symposium was held in
Thessaloniki (at MACEDONIA PALLAS HOTEL) from
12 to 16 September 2006 aiming at the
achievement of the wider possible
compatibility of interpretation and
implementation of the European Patent
Convention and the exchange of opinions and
experiences in the field of the European and
national patent legislation.

In the Symposium, the Parties of the European
Patent Convention were represented by more
than 120 Patent Judges and specialized legists.
The Symposium, in addition to the scientific
program that endured 3 whole days, included a
rich social program, both for the members of
the symposium and their partners (welcome
cocktail, gala dinner with music concert, visit to
the archaeological site of Vergina, the Boutari
Winery, the archaeological sites of Thessaloniki
and Dion).

10th ANNUAL MEETING OF THE SIGNATORY
MEMBERS OF EUROPEAN PATENT OFFICE
ON NATIONAL COOPERATION ISSUES

The 10th Annual Meeting of the signatory
members of EPO on national cooperation issues
was organized by the OBl and was held at
Lagonisi (Crand Resort Hotel) from 5 to 6
October 2006. During the two-day meeting,
the 48 representatives of the signatory states of
EPO discussed about new projects of national

cooperation as well as about activities designed

especially for certain countries.

Technological Information

In 2006, within the framework of the subprojects 1 and 2 of the Operational Programme

Reports and the Final Search Reports, the
daily activities of the OBI's examiners also
include the preliminary examination of the
national applications for Patent, Patent of
Modification and Utility Model Certificate, as
well as the cooperation with the inventors
for the

correction or the improvement of their
applications. In 2006, there was a major 13%
Increase in the number of national patent
applications which followed the larger 22.3%
increase that marked the year 2005.

The preliminary examination of the addi-
tional applications entailed an important
work-load for the Organisation’s examiners.

Moreover, the examiners participated as
speakers in a big number of meetings/Vvisits
in universities, companies and research
centres, aiming to sensitize and inform the
public on Industrial Property issues.
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The combination of the two above extra
tasks would, Justifiable, be expected to
negatively influence the performance of the
Search Report Department. However, the
Department managed to increase again its
productivity and completed 400 Search
Reports surpassing the 2005's already high
output (384 search reports).

The number of the Search Reports drawn up
by the OBI's examiners per year (1999-2006)
is shown in the relevant diagram, while the
other diagram offers an analysis on the dis-
tribution of search reports per scientific/
technological sector, which were examined
in 2006.

In 2006, the Human Resources and Training
Directorate gave great emphasis on the
selection of new qualified executives in order
to respond to the increased needs of the OBI's
Directorates and Departments.
