2023 marked as a year during which the 
Hellenic Industrial Property Organisation 
(OBI) expanded its institutional role both 
significantly and substantially.  

OBI, being a technological institution 
and empowered with the competence of 
Technological – Innovation Information 
since its foundation, had undertaken the 
role of the Mechanism for the Support 
of Innovation (Innovation Agency) at na-
tional level.

Within the same framework, it success-
fully concluded the Act “Organisation of 
a service to support start-ups and SMEs 
in patent exploration and patenting” 
which is integrated into the NSRF Oper-
ational Programme under the title “Com-
petitiveness, Entrepreneurship, Innova-
tion 2014-2020”. OBI is now testing on a 
pilot basis the services proposed to be 
offered to the Greek businesses follow-
ing the respective assessment in order 
to be able to provide them with support 
from the first steps of the initial explora-
tion of the possibility of registering their 
invention.

In terms of numbers and relevant sta-
tistics, 2023 ranked as a significant year 
since the applications concerning na-
tional patents were maintained to the 
national record achieved in 2022 (1.083). 
In parallel, an increase of 8% compared 
to 2022 was observed with regard to 
the applications submitted for national 
trademarks. Moreover, the significant 
increase of patents’ applications which 
were filled by Universities and Research 
Institutions, is particularly satisfying. 
At the same time and focusing on the 
field of contacting the users of the sys-
tem of Industrial Property on a daily ba-
sis, the Organisation continued to im-
plement projects which improve on the 

one hand the existing ones, while on the 
other hand they create new tools for the 
electronic filing and management of all 
titles under its responsibility, aiming to 
provide modern and fully digitized ser-
vices to the public.

The Hellenic Industrial Property Acad-
emy (HIPA), that consists of an auton-
omous service of OBI, continued to im-
plement with great success the 2-years 
basic education curriculum, which will 
provide to the market -following the rele-
vant examinations- the first Greek Certi-
fied Industrial Property Consultants.

It would be an omission not to mention 
the active participation of OBI in the 
European “Authenticities” Programme 
which continued for a third year. Within 
the framework of this Programme, nu-
merous actions were implemented with 
the aim of cultivating a sensitive culture 
in terms of buying exclusively authentic 
products. The provision of information 
to the citizens and visitors of the cities 
which have been certified as “authen-
tic” ones (Thessaloniki, Mykonos, Corfu) 
was continuous and dynamic, while the 
necessary steps have been taken to in-
clude a fourth city in the network, name-
ly Argostoli.

What mentioned above complements in 
brief the consistent extroversion policy 
of the Organisation as it actualized with 
events, workshops, seminars and our 
constant participation in exhibitions, 
which intensifies our efforts to improve 
the information of businesses, educa-
tional institutions, research centers and 
the general public on the benefits arising 
from the protection of Industrial Proper-
ty and the avoidance of any infringement 
of Intellectual Property rights in general.

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SMEs with the focus on those that are guided towards innovation 
and patent registration which consist of the legal basis of their 
technical or other industrial property.

Treaty - PCT, the European Patent Office (EPO) and the Hellenic 
Industrial Property Organisation participated with a joint team of 
runners in the 40th Authentic Marathon of Athens that took place 
on November 12, 2023. 

This emblematic race symbolizes many European values such 
as justice, inclusion and cooperation. EPO and OBI are strongly 
supporting innovation in any form and their participation 
highlighted the contribution of technology in promoting sports 
performance. 

56.000 athletes from 135 countries participated in the 40th 
Authentic Marathon of Athens. 

In addition, OBI participated in the “MARATHON EXPO” exhibition 
and in the SPONSORS VILLAGE and provided informational material 
and remembrance gifts.

“NANOTECHNOLOGIES AND NANOBIOSCIENCE (NaoBio)” 

Executives of the OBI’s Department of Chemical and Biotechno-
logical Inventions participated in the 2nd International Confer-
ence of Nanotechnologies and Nanobioscience (NanoBio) that 
took place in Heraklion, Crete by the means of an attached an-
nouncement. The work of the department concerns the Greek 
activity in the field of nanotechnology as reflected in patents. 

The relevant study identified a rising trend of patents applica-
tions in the field of nanotechnology between 2000 and 2021, 

while the main applicants were Universities and research insti-
tutes.  However, comparing the number of patents applications 
with the number of scientific publications, it is observed that 
scientific publications remain the main means of disseminating 
knowledge from Universities and Institutions. It is thus appear-
ing that there is scope for increasing the number of patents ap-
plications and of exploiting research outcomes for the creation 
of innovative products in the field of nanotechnology.

In 2023, the average time for the completion of research 
reports by the examiners of OBI was 7 months from the 
filing of a patent application, that consists of a crucial 
asset for the applicant since he had time to decide 
for the potential protection of his invention abroad by 
drawing on Priority Rights.

• OBI acted as a pilot office in the implementation of the tool of the 
ΕΡΟ on the electronic filing of patents. The project was made avail-
able to a small number of users in order to evaluate its use and to 
modify the points that need improvement. The new tool of elec-
tronic filing will be made available in 2024. 

• The new search tool of the EPO, ANSERA, that will soon replace 
EPOQUENET was used on a pilot basis by all examiners of OBI. 

• Two seminars under the title “European Patent System and Tech-
nological Information” were held in Alexandroupoli and Heraklion in 
collaboration with the Democritus University of Thrace and the 
University of Crete respectively, concerning the protection of pat-
ens at National , European and Unitary level, as well as the com-
mercialization of search outcomes. 

• The staff of OBI participated in working groups that concerned 
specific subject-areas and mainly IT and common practices for 
patents.

OBI has successfully implemented the projects which were inte-
grated in the annual cooperation agreements with the said Organ-
isations. In particular:

EUIPO	

• A series of projects concerning applications for the manage-
ment of trademarks applications was concluded. With these proj-
ects, outstanding issues dating back to the entry into force of the 
law No 4679/2020 were resolved:

-  Submission of modifications requests 

-  Electronic receipt of certification trademarks  

-  Management of submission of trademarks in parts 

-  Automatic creation of folders concerning international trade-
marks which are applicable in Greece 

-  Transition of a large number of expired trademarks with a pur-
pose to complete the relevant database

• Use of Blockchain technology in data concerning trademarks 
and corresponding implementation to industrial designs. 

• Assistance in the project of maintaining common practices and 
tools. In 2023, the following common practices were prepared by 
the relevant working group of the EUIPO, which are expected to be 
published and implemented in 2024:
-  CP13 -  Filing a trademark application in bad faith
-  CP14 – Trademarks which are contrary to the public order or to 
accepted principles of morality  

• In collaboration with the Office of Cyprus, the assistance in the 
project of translating in Greek the sections which were added to 
the new SME webpage continued to be provided. 

• National actions were implemented (organisation of a seminar 
concerning the infringement of IP rights in Ioannina and of two 
seminars in Thessaloniki and Komotini on the protection of trade-
marks and of the available tools provided by the EUIPO).

By providing training programs and seminars, HIPA has enhanced 
the knowledge and skills of researchers and students in the field 
of industrial property, empowering research, and technological 
development in the country.

The Hellenic Industrial Property Academy (HIPA) continued its 
contribution to the promotion of innovation and entrepreneurship 
in Greece through various initiatives.

2023 was a landmark year for the operation of HIPA, as the 1st year’s 
courses of the 2-year study cycle of Basic Education Program on 
Industrial Property began.

Participants in the program are taught by internationally 
recognized professors (using distance learning), in order to 
acquire the practical and academic knowledge that will enable 

Preparation of a new Presidential Decree on the grounds of the 
Law 5051/2023 by the means of which the Geneva Act to the Hague 
Agreement concerning the International Registration of Industrial 
Designs that was approved in Geneva on July 2, 1999, was ratified 
under the aim of providing more effecting protection of domestic 
industrial designs at international level through an updated 
system of international filing of industrial designs.
